On Your Person:

· SEOC badge, copy of FCC license 

· Emergency Cash – Food/Gas/Hotel

· Cell Phone – Make sure we have this number!
· Pocket List of Essential Telephone Numbers – On Paper in wallet/purse! (See Website)

· Watch w/ Alarm – Dual zone with UTC is best 

Essentials Bag
· Food, water, and needed medicines for at least 72 hours 

· First Aid Kit, First Aid and CPR training

· Appropriate clothes for the weather, terrain and duration

· Coffee Can Survival Kit (See List on Website)

· SEOC 3 Ring Binder (See List on Website)

· Thomas Guide Map book and State maps 

· IC-213 Message forms, writing pads, pens and clipboard 

· Hat, sunglasses and sun block 

· ABC Fire Extinguisher

· Flashlight, extra batteries and bulb, 

· Small tool kit; Swiss Army Knife or Leatherman;  Whistle; Toilet Paper
UHF/VHF Bag
· Dual band 2M/440 Mobile Rig in CAR preferred and/or HT plus 24 hours worth of batteries (1AH for each watt) 

· Consider a waterproof bag to protect it from the elements 

· Base station antenna 2dB Gain antenna or better i.e. J-pole and mounting hardware 

· AC to DC adapter and cable to power HT 

· Remote speaker/microphone or headset 

· Extra coax for antenna and connectors and adapters for radio 

· Users manual for your radios or cheat sheets 

· Repeater Directory 

HF Bag
· HF Radio plus 24 hours worth of batteries and charging source

· NVIS antenna 

· Headset 

· Extra coax for antenna and connectors and adapters for radio 

· Users manual for your radios or cheat sheets 

· Fluorescent Marking Tape

EXTRA ITEMS
· Second radio with 12 hours of battery power 

· Scanner radio and frequency list of local public safety agencies 

· Large 12 volt battery, Gel or deep cycle, charger, 100 feet of AC power cord,
large gauge 

· Poster paper, markers and tape for signs 

· Hard-hat for your head 

· 3-way electrical adapter (for 2 prong outlets) 

· reflective vest, flares in vehicle
· Battery Operated AM/FM Radio. TV for CNN is nice. 
Shelter Package:
· 2 each, gold and silver emergency blankets 

· 1 each, sheet plastic, 3 mil., 6 foot by 6 foot 

· 1 each, 50 feet parachute cord 

· 1 each, electrician's tape, must be cold resistant

Fire Package:
· 2 each, containers of matches, strike anywhere type, in waterproof containers 

· 1 each, Magnesium Firestarting Tool© or Metal Match© 

· 2 each, steel wool, #0000, in Ziploc baggies 

· 1 each, candle

Signal Package:
· 1 each, glass 'G.I.'-type signal mirror 

· 1 each, whistle, plastic 'coaches' type 
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
